The text is
accompanied by distribution

maps for all the terrestrial mammals,
dive sequences for whales, and
identification characters such as
footprints and feces of selected
species. A Bibliography containing over
500 references is also included. The
Coffee Table publication is with Navy
blue, gold embossed Hard Cover and
contain 1012 pages all in four colours.

The book delivers a timely reminder to
wildlife enthusiasts that Sri Lanka
contains some 120 more mammal
species than the leopards and
elephants that garner almost every-
one’s attention, each of them every bit
as worthy of our interest whether as
scientists or lovers of wilderness.

The Mammals of Sri Lanka was
launched at a special ceremony on 6th
December 2013. The price of the
coffee table book is Rs. 7,500.
