Animal Welfare Fortnightly Annual Offer of Educational Materials by ZOO

Every year, for more than a half century, Animal
Welfare Fortnight has been celebrated in India in
the last two weeks of January. This popular
animal’s event is organized by the Animal Welfare
Board of India, Government of India.

Zoo Outreach Organization, with help from
associates and sponsors, tries to help wildlife
educators of all kinds, teachers, ngo’s, foresters,
researchers, museums, government agencies,
schools, etc. use the event to create awareness by
providing complimentary educational material.

Much of our material is or can be, with a little
creativity, oriented toward both conservation and
welfare. If you order this material, you are asked
to conduct a programme using the materials inside
to create an enjoyable and meaningful experience
for your participants. You can highlight the animal
welfare components in the packets. All wildlife
conservation, if properly practiced, benefits wild
animals in the long term.

Complimentary material doesn’t mean completely
free material -- we have requirements. We ask
you, the recipient, to conform to certain principles
and standards, which make the educational event
more dramatic and meaningful.

Requirements for complimentary material :

- Printed material must not be simply handed out at
a boring function; it should be used in an active
programme of games, rakhi tying, learning and
making commitments to animals, domestic, captive
or wild in a meaningful way

- Also you should discuss specifically the subject of
the material we send or call an expert to do so and
conduct some of the suggested games and
activities inspired by packet material

- You need to use one topic per group only so that
your group gets a full idea of the problems. Do not
take up several themes without doing justice even
to one topic.

At this time we have the following education
materials on hand. As programme organizers you
should use the materials in a more conscious way,
to engage your audience of youngsters and insure
that they learn something and also, perhaps,
change their ways of thinking and behaviour.
